2. Health Coordinator Updates:  Sharon Nicholas

d. Health Integration Summit- Sharon and Cathryn will attend next week in part to fulfill grant requirements

3. Council Coordinator Updates:  Cathryn Reiber

a. Passed out Budget Quarterly Update and went over details with Council

b. Discussion was held concerning an application from Kristin LeDesma and Trisha McKinney from BOCES to receive funding from the Council to purchase parent books for “It Takes Two to Talk” classes.  These classes will be offered to families with toddlers or preschoolers who need early language interventions to teach them how to respond to and help their children make progress with language development.  Request is for $672.00 to purchase 8 books which will be donated to Elbert County Libraries so that they can be used for multiple classes and to encourage library visits by families!  Chris Logue made the motion to approve grant application.  Cathryn suggested that an amendment be made to the motion to include stipulations that any families who attend the classes have their information included in the Council’s data base and that the Council have access to each family’s class survey results.  Britney Parmenter seconded the motion.  Vote was unanimous in favor of motion.
c. Amy Boss will present overview of Handwriting Without Tears to Council at February meeting; SHE has already implemented program in their kindergarten curriculum.

d. Jesse Bond has resigned from the ECECC and the Executive Board

e. EQ and TANF updates:  EQ participants can make funding requests after the class is complete at the end of January; sub committee will award that funding

Collaboration Survey:  as a result of needs reflected in the survey the Council will provide time for questions and reflection at the end of each meeting;  the Coordinator will also accept notes with requests or questions and feedback for the next scheduled meeting at the end of the current  meeting

4. Committee Updates:

a. Child Find ID Committee:  Katrina Wall – will have first meeting at the end of January

b. Committee for Family Education:  Monica Schaaf – would like to put together pamphlet for parents with concerns about their children to be given at registration, this would give short descriptions of services and phone numbers of providers they can contact to help them get started on receiving services for their children; Danelle Hiatt will meet with them next month to help put this together for school age, Katrina Wall will help with Early Childhood provider information
c. Data Collection Tool: finished and Sharon is ready to be trained; will be running by the end of January

5. Questions/Feedback:

            a.  Rachelle Small brought to the Council’s attention that Chris Logue has been approached to teach an EQ class for Arapahoe County.  This class would be open to Elbert County and Douglas County as well.  One stipulation of teaching this class is that Chris would have to purchase liability insurance for herself as a contract employee.  Rachelle suggested that the Council might reimburse Chris for the cost of this insurance since Chris would be representing the Council as a teacher/coach and would be promoting EQ in another area that needs it.  The Council responded that they would like to wait and see if Chris definitely would teach the class if insurance was no obstacle.  It will be tabled until a later meeting.
