II. Health Integration Coordinator Updates:  Sharon Nicholas

1. Cavity Free at Three – 14 children were given examinations at the Children’s Festival; Danna Townsend helped with those exams;  Rocky Mountain Youth Van completed appointments with 15 children 

2. Children’s Festival – over 80 children attended with 120+ adults, the location at the fire station was ideal and will be pursued as a location for next year’s festival, the fire department was very helpful

4. Baby Bear Hugs – Sharon has two more trainings before she can begin the program in Elbert County;  BBH has grown and will be integrating more partners with them as well as updating their logo and literature

III. Coordinator Updates:  Cathryn Reiber

1. Funding update – no legislative updates at this time

2. Budget report update – existing budget approved by CDE with needed revisions;  Cathryn will send out a Council email after the Executive Board approves new budget;  beginning this summer budget updates will be available monthly – discussion was held as to whether Council members would like the budget updates emailed directly to them or if they would like to check the website from time to time to get them.  It was decided that Council members would like an email reminder (including link) to check the updates on the website

3. Reporting, Strategic Planning, and Community Assessment – in June the Council will review the community assessment data and will begin work to provide data and work plans to the state using the local systems assessment document.  This document was distributed and an overview presented by Cathryn;  this planning system will make our strategic planning easier as well as helping our individual departments be stronger reporters and  better grant writers;  is a good tool for any department to use within their own strategic planning as well as for the Council.  It will be due to CDE by the first quarter of 2012
4. Other Business -  Motion was made by Chris Logue to cancel the Council meeting scheduled for July 13 due to anticipated low attendance.  The motion was seconded by Sharon Nicholas.  The motion carried.  Meetings in June and August will be held in the EECP workroom.  Cathryn specified that all Council members need to familiarize themselves with the local systems assessment document as well as the information from the community assessment so that we can begin work in earnest at our August meeting.
